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Industrial Symbiosis

PILOT RESULTS & KEY FINDINGS

The results show good quality and quantity of post-use plastic film collected
through retail takeback programs, demonstrating the value of this material
and the viability of these programs to support plastics circularity.

Audits revealed contamination levels within the pilot's samples were consistent with
94% of each bale having useful plastic—an especially high success rate

Total amount of material collected equivalent to 30-35 bales - total weight of 50,000
Ibs./25 tons

Analytics demonstrated strong consumer engagement resulting from King
County’s paid social media campaign

Overall consumer sentiment was positive - many expressed gratitude for this film
recycling option and hope for a successful pilot
