Possible Goals by Solution Area

a. Uplands: Slow, moderate, and/or
reduce/redirect flow.

b. SR109 Corridor: Improve conveyance,
evacuation (via public parcels, ROW).

c. Through the Dunes: Reinstate high-flow,

overflow.

d. Mitigation Site: Enhance wetland water
storage (hotter summers).

King Tides: Evacuate high-flows at
historic overflow points.
